Chronology

Lerna IV = Early Helladic IIT = end of 3rd millennium (ca.
2300/2200—2050/ 2000; tumulus 16; Houses 17, 19 [Lerna IV=V]).

Lerna V = Middle Helladic = early 2nd millennium (2050/2000—
1700/1675; Houses 18, 20—23).

Lerna VI = end of Middle Helladic and Late Helladic I = early
17th—early 16th century (shaft graves 1 and 2; 25, 26 on plan).

Remains of later Mycenaean times (Lerna VII = Late Helladic IIIA
and IIIB), the Iron Age, and the Classical period were found but are
not now visible (kiln 27 dates to the Roman period).
